Sean Burns: Dorothy Towers
11 – 27 August | Drop-in, FREE

Dorothy Towers is the story of the legendary Clydesdale and Cleveland Towers, two residential blocks in the centre of Birmingham, UK. Completed in 1971 as a social housing development and located adjacent to the city’s Gay Village, the towers’ proximity to the community means they have long been a haven for queer people.

The 16mm film opens a space to reflect on the relationship between
architecture, community and memory. It features testimonials from residents and explores ideas of queer kinship and inheritance alongside experiences of HIV/AIDS in the 1980s and ’90s.

We will host workshops and discussions on Edinburgh’s queer histories throughout the festival, with partners including the Lothian Health Services Archives and Lavender Menace Queer Books Archive. Please check our website for more information – edinburghartfestival.com.

Tarek Lakhrissi: BEAST!

EAF and Collective present BEAST! a performance work by the French artist and poet Tarek Lakhrissi, exploring bestiality as a philosophical and political concept by drawing on the stigma that historically frames queer people and people who belong to the Global Majority as monstrous. Through the reading of recent romantic and critical poems, accompanied by the lyrical vocals of Makeda Monnet and the electronic music of Victor da Silva (Fatma Pneumonia), the show will be interspersed with utopian queer passions, dark corners to protect oneself, erotic dreams and free moments of improvisation.

Alberta Whittle: The Last Born – making room
for ancestral transmissions

This newly-commissioned performance, presented by EAF and National Galleries of Scotland, takes Alberta Whittle’s most recent moving image work, Lagareh – The Last Born as inspiration. Anchored around theories of abolition, rebellion, ancestral knowledge and love, the film melds a collection of scenes that give focus to the strength of contemporary Black womxn, whose individual acts of resistance are bound together through the artist’s conceptual storytelling.

Markéta Luskačová

This year Stills presents the first exhibition in Scotland dedicated to the work of Prague-born, UK-based photographer, Markéta Luskačová. The exhibition includes work made over a 40 year period, and concentrates on Luskačová‘s photographs exploring the lives of children, an interest of hers which permeates almost all of her work. There were several years when this was the main subject of
her photography, as seen in the series Citizen 2000 (1986-2000) and in her work from the 1960s onwards, including her documentation of Pilgrims; Juvenile Jazz Bands in the North of England; Durham Cathedral and Chorister School; London markets; Chiswick Women’s Aid; and carnivals in the Czech Republic.

Leonor Antunes: the apparent length of a floor area
24 June – 8 October | Drop-in, FREE

Portuguese, Berlin-based artist Leonor Antunes engages with traditions of modernist art, architecture and design through sculpture made and displayed with the specifics of a given place in mind.
Antunes’ vision for her exhibition at Fruitmarket turns around a cork floorpiece engraved with a pattern taken from the work of Marian Pepler, an architect and designer who is known for the modern rugs she produced in the 1930s. Such points of reference build on Antunes’ extensive engagement with Latin American mid-century modernists like Brazilian architect Lino Bo Bardi and sculptor Mira
Schendel. The exhibition explores many of these trajectories as they become entangled together in her work, creating multiple conversations between past and
present and across continents.
Antunes’ sculptural installations, which often draw on artisanal techniques and processes, undermine traditional distinctions between art, design and craft.
Her layered, cumulative method allows audiences to think about sculpture in new ways. The exhibition is curated by Briony Fer and includes existing work as well as the new floor, and extends through all the spaces of Fruitmarket – the airy modernism of the Exhibition Galleries and the rough materiality of the Warehouse.

Join us for the world premiere performance screening of History of the Present, a new opera-film co-directed by Maria Fusco and Margaret Salmon, with new composition by Annea Lockwood and vocal improvisations by Héloïse Werner.

This experimental opera-film forefronts working-class women’s voices to ask: who has the right to speak and in what way? Layering sociological, cultural, and political themes from the recent history of Northern Ireland, the work exercises voice, breath and field-recording composition through a range of film techniques
and operatic articulations, amplifying marginalised stories.

Nat Raha: epistolary (on carceral islands)

Nat Raha presents the first iteration of a performance work commissioned for EAF 2023 x TULCA Festival of Visual Arts, addressing the history and development of island prisons across the globe through the colonial project of the British Empire.

The work travels from Bass Rock in the Firth of Forth, to outposts of ‘empyre’ such as Spike Island, Ireland, and to the Andaman Islands in the Bay of Bengal. The performance will take the form of a sonically expansive, trans-historical poem letter addressed to ancestors incarcerated for anti-colonial revolt. Raha considers what the rise and fall of these carceral islands can teach us about contemporary
abolitionist struggles, addressing international connections and strategies in anti-colonial revolt from a transfeminist perspective.

Dreamer’s Eye

Dreamer’s Eye brings together new work from emerging artists Plum Cloutman, Zayn Qahtani and Georg Wilson.
Working on a small scale, Plum Cloutman creates tactile works through layers of oil, pastel and watercolour pencil, which centre predominantly on interior spaces, glimpsing into household rooms containing surreal and often humorous depictions of daily life and the mundane.

Zayn Qahtani’s work draws on ancient cultures and nature’s diverse
ecosystems often made using materials borne of reincarnated sources. Qahtani forms visual stories which seem to exist in the twilight zone – too distorted to be real, too familiar to be a dream.
Georg Wilson’s practice focuses on the cyclical change of the English
seasons. Often telling her stories with a cast of goblin-like characters and animals, Wilson’s works examine England’s folklore, history, landscape and custom.

Wendy Ramshaw, CBE, RDI (1939-2018) | The Early Years showcases the work of the international champion of modern jewellery. She held a close working relationship with The Scottish Gallery during her lifetime and this exhibition will examine her early modernist pieces juxtaposed with classic examples throughout
her career.

COMMUNITY & CIVIC PROGRAMMING

EAF Community Engagement is a year-round programme of co-creation activities, which puts the city’s communities and people, and their lived experiences, at the heart of how the festival evolves.
The programme, through building trusting relationships with local
people and partners, unlocks the city and its communities, developing diverse cultural projects, removing barriers, and broadening access to visual art generating collaboration
and solidarity.

TERMINOLOGY

EAF collaborates with artists, thinkers and performers that work with challenging concepts and material. Here we have included a glossary of terms that we use frequently, designed to make these ideas more accessible.

Anti-Blackness (or anti-Black racism): A term used to specifically describe the unique discrimination, violence, and harms imposed on and impacting Black people specifically. Anti-Blackness can be and is perpetuated globally by people of all races, and Black folks may experience anti-Blackness in both predominantly white spaces and in spaces shared with non-Black people of colour.

Black Feminist Lens: Also known as ‘Black Feminist Theory’, a Black feminist lens is a theory that was first employed by Black women and originated in the United States. It is used to make sense of how white supremacy, capitalism, and patriarchy interact to inform the particular experiences of Black women.

Colonial: A set of conditions and experiences resulting from a history
of subjugation (such as current or past colonial rule in many parts of
the world, like US slavery and its aftermath) or from the experience of living under oppressive social systems (like capitalism, white supremacy, or compulsory heterosexuality).
Colonialism is perpetuated today through formal (for example: schools) and informal (for example: pop culture) education that justifies and normalises one group having power over another.

Feminist: A person who supports the belief that women and gender diverse people should have the same rights and opportunities as men. Feminist theory often focuses on analysing gender inequality.

Global Majority: A term which refers to people who identify as Black, Asian, Brown, dual-heritage, Indigenous to the global south, and or have been racialised as 'ethnic minorities'.

Intersectional: A critical framework for analysing multiple overlapping identities, privileges and oppressions, initially defined by Kimberlé Crenshaw in 1989 to describe the experiences of Black women in predominantly white spaces.

Queer: A term used by those wanting to reject specific labels of romantic orientation, sexual orientation and/or gender identity. It can also be a way of rejecting perceived norms within a LGBTQI community in relation to racism, misogyny, classism, and ableism.

Trans: An umbrella term to include people who identify as transgender, as trans men, as trans women, non-binary or genderqueer, and other identities where a person does not identify with the gender they were assigned at birth. Used in contrast with cis or cisgender, which refers to someone whose self identification
aligns with their birth assigned gender.

Womxn: The term womxn is an alternative spelling of the English word woman. It has been found in writing since the 1970s to avoid perceived sexism in the standard spelling, which contains the word man.
